Quad Town Seniors — Rules and Addendums

Seniors Quad town League will use The Little League Rule book with the addition of the
following:
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Cages on helmets are optional.

Metal cleats are allowed.

The Home team will keep the official score book and pitch log for both teams.
Break-away bases are optional.

There is no limit for drop weights on bats.

A big barrel bat is a bat that is 2 and 3/4 inches (see Rule book page 47 section
1.10.

Double header games are on Wednesdays. The first game starts at 5:30 and goes 5
innings or 1.5 hours, whichever comes first.

Monday night games start at 6:30 and go 7 innings or 2 hours.

There is no run limit per inning. 15 runs after 3 innings or 10 runs after 4 innings
constitutes a mercy.

Each team should bring a new ball to every game.

Each team will bat the entire roster. There is no penalty for an injured or sick
player dropping from the batting order.

9 players field the diamond. Each player must play a minimum of 6 outs (unless a
15 run mercy rule is in effect).

A 13 year old player must pitch at least 3 outs prior to the end of the game.

A pitcher may return to the mound after a substitution in the same game as long as
he has not left the field of play (i.e. he has not sat on the bench between pitching
stints).

Make-up games should be played as soon as possible after a rainout — preferably
the Friday of the same week. Coaches should contact each other and make
arrangements as soon as possible for make-up games.

The Linden field is available for later evening and make up games. Contact for
scheduling. The field MUST be raked at the end of the evening.
