4.0 Procedure
4.1 Hartland Football will utilize practice fields at Spranger Fields, Ore Creek Middle School, Farms School, along with their Football Fields located at Hartland Community Ed. 

4.2 The following Commissioners will be responsible for the following location:

4.2.1 Spranger Fields – Steve Gaines – (back-up Dave Charneski).
4.2.2 Ore Creek Middle School – John Shallman - (back-up Tony Lopez).

4.2.3 Community Ed Football Fields – Game Day Commissioner – (back-up Leo Gusfa).

4.3 In the event that lightning is seen or thunder is heard by one or more Coach/Commissioner – It is their responsibility to notify the responsible Commissioner(s) and/or back-up Commissioner at the respective field(s) and order all teams off of the fields.

4.3.1 Commissioners may use mobile phones to make this communication. 
4.3.2 Players/Coaches/Parents will gather in the following location until all respective Commissioners agree that the required waiting time period has passed:

4.3.2.1 Spranger – Concession Area.  If more room is needed players may wait with their parents inside of their car.

4.3.2.2 Ore Creek Middle School - Front entrance of the school. If more room is needed players may wait with their parents inside of their car.
4.3.2.3 Farms School - Front entrance of the school. If more room is needed players may wait with their parents inside of their car.

4.3.2.4 Community Ed Football Fields – Coaches & Players may use the shed (west side of home bleachers) and garage (north end of home bleachers).  The game day commissioner will also be responsible for making sure that the field is shut down.  No one is allowed in the press box and all spectators get their hand stamped and leave the field to wait in their cars.  The game day commissioner along with the team mom will secure the concession stand and wait in there until clearness is given. 
4.4 Wait Time – Is referenced in the Livingston County Area Junior Football League (LCAJFL) – Rule Book.  The 2007 wait time is 30 minutes.
4.5 Return to Field – Once clearance is given by the respective Commissioner, players and parents may return to field. 
4.6 Disciplinary Actions – Any/All Head Coaches, Assistant Coaches, Players, and/or HAYAA Board Members that violate this protocol will face disciplinary actions that could lead to game day suspension(s) or full suspension from our program.
