HAYAA Cheer/Pom Parent Code of Conduct

1.
I understand that the children participate in the cheer/pom program for their enjoyment, not mine.

2.
I will be on my best behavior. I will not use profane language or harass participants, other parents, coaches or board members.

3.
I shall applaud all performances by our teams and opposing teams.

4.
I will show respect for all participants, parents, coaches and board members as they are all volunteers.

5.
I will never ridicule or scold a child for making mistakes during practices/games or any performance that the team may perform.

6.
I understand that violence toward a coach (ours or opposing teams), game officials, players or board members will not be tolerated at any time. And will result in immediate expulsion of my child from the Cheer/Pom Program!

7.
I will respect the decisions that are made by the coach and board members, as for these decisions are made based upon what is best for the child, team and the program (per the conflict resolutions guidelines form).

8.
All school policies are applicable and will be enforced.

9.
I understand that I must volunteer a minimum of 4 hours and a max. Of 8, (if more than one child is in the program hours) through out the season or I will loose my entire deposit. I also understand that if I do not volunteer then my child will not be able to participate in the program.

10.
There are no pets allowed at games or practices. There is no smoking, alcohol or illegal drugs allowed at games or practices at any time.

11.
I fully understand that a parent must be present at all games (for the entire game), or I must notify the coach in writing of the responsible adult (over 18) that will be there for her. If this is not done, then I understand that my chills may not perform and this will count as an unexcused absence.

This is a 13 week commitment and all practices are mandatory and for that reason we ask that all vacations be taken before July 28th.   There will be an attendance policy in effect. If a child has 5 unexcused absences or more they may not be able to perform at Invitational (per the coach’s attendance policy for the team). We need for all parents and girls to understand that Cheer/Pom is a Team Sport and a huge commitment, and if you can not commit then we ask that you do not sign your child up for the program. ***
