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When is Registration and how much does football cost?
Hayaa Football Registration will be Saturday, March 12th and 19th, 2011 at Ore Creek Middle School from 9a-3p. Plan to bring a copy of your players Birth Certificate and a copy of your player’s current year Report Card. 2011 Physicals are required before 8/1/11, but must be completed 4/1/11 or after for the football season.
Players Fees for the 2011 season are as follows: $215 / $205 for each additional family member. ($200 deposit for equipment & volunteer time – will not be cashed unless equipment is not returned and/or volunteer time not served) 
A late of $25 plus possible printing costs will be charged for all registrations after March 31, 2011 and placement on team is NOT guaranteed.

What do I need to bring to registration?
Plan to bring a COPY of your players Birth Certificate and a COPY of your player’s current year Report Card along with a deposit check for $200 post dated October 15, 2011. 

A COPY of your players 2011 Physical form (dated after April 15, 2011) is to be turned in by the 1st day of practice, no exceptions.
WHY COPIES? (This is important)
Due to new privacy lasws, Hayaa Football can not return physical forms, birth certificates or report cards so PLEASE, PLEASE, PLEASE send copies and keep your originals!
I just moved to the area/I missed registration, can I still register? 
ANYONE registering between April 1-May 31 will be wait listed to determine if we have availability on the appropriate grade based team and a fee of $25 will be added to registration costs. Registration WILL BE CLOSED as of June 1, 2011, no further late registrations can be taken after this date. Our uniforms are personalized and ordering after this date is not allowed from our manufacturer. Contact us at Hayaafootball@yahoo.com for instructions.
When are practices?
Beginning the first MONDAY in August practices for Freshman-JV-Varsity are 5 days a week. Instructional teams practice 3 days. After our first GAME, practice is dropped to 6 hours per week, the Coaching Staff for each team determines the days and times their team will practice, we are sorry we can not get more specific than that.
Game Days? 
Every Saturday, RAIN, SLEET OR SHINE beginning the last week of August for 9 weeks.
Is there a game Labor Day weekend? YES
What League does Hayaa Football participate in? 
The Livingston County Area Junior Football League. The LCAJFL is made up of multiple teams representing the following Livingston County communities: Brighton, Byron, Fowlerville, Hamburg, Hartland, Howell, Lakeland, Milford, South Lyon, Webberville and Whitmore Lake. 
What are the rules, age and weight requirements for Hayaa Football? 
Please visit the LCAJFL web site for a complete rule book. The LCAJFL is Grade-based and weight requirements are as follows:
Varsity 7/8 Grades--Max 220 lbs.
JV 5/6 Grades--Max 150 lbs.
Freshman 3/4 Grades--Max 125 lbs.
Instructional 1/2 Grades--Max 110 lbs
When will I get the Game Schedule? The LCAJFL usually posts the schedule the week of the League scrimmage. Hayaa does not have any control over when the schedule is posted.
Why so late? Many LCAJFL communities have trouble confirming field availability. This is something that can not be foreseen and many times programs are informed last minute. 
Does Hayaa Football share a field with Hartland High School? 
Although it is common for Youth Football programs to share fields with the area High School, Hayaa Football is lucky enough to have their own Youth Football Stadium we dubbed "The Little-Big House" complete with lights for night games. This is unusual for a youth program and we are very proud of our community for their continued support in keeping our stadium up and running! We now share our facility with Hartland Youth Lacrosse and look forward to a successful partnership in maintenance of our facility.
Is there a cost to spectators for Youth Football games? 
Yes, typically $3-4 per person with student/child senior rates available. Admission fees vary from team to team.
Are pet's allowed at practices and games?
It is Hartland School District Policy that Animals of any kind are NOT ALLOWED at any of our practice or game facilities. Although we do maintain our own HOME Stadium it is still on Hartland Consolidated Schools Property and we must abide by their rules.
How are rookies placed on teams?
The Hayaa Football board holds a blind draw for new football players. Rookies are randomly selected by the Livingston County Area Jr. Football League President and placed on a team by blind draw. Once drawn to a color, you stay on that color.
Can I chose which Color I want to be on? NO, it is league policy that a draft for new players is held. Teams can not pick and chose players and the LCAJFL enforces this policy. 
What will I need to buy?
Football cleats, socks (your coach will determine what color) and a cup. Optional equipment would consist of an extra mouth guard, a girdle for leg/hip pads, gloves and or arm pads and under armor type clothing for cold weather.
Does my football player get to keep his jersey? 
YES! Each Hayaa Player get's to keep their game and practice jersey each season.
What does my football player wear the 1st day/week of practice?
Shorts, cup, shirt, cleat, helmet & mouthguard only.
First 3 days is helmet & cleats only, no contact. 

Full pads practice uniform for next 2 days with no contact. 

Hitting starts with full pads on the 6th day of practice.
DON'T FORGET
WATER, WATER, WATER. Always bring lot's of water for your player! If your player forgets any equipment they will not be allowed to practice. COLORED Mouth Gaurds must be worn at all times, NO EXCEPTIONS. 
Is Hayaa Football Apparel sold?
What would football be if you can't show your team spirit? Spirit wear can be purchased each week at the Little Big House under the Spirit Wear Tent found at the main entrance. 
What is Eagle Duty and Why is it required?
Parents help make the Hayaa Football program a huge success each year. One of the key ways parents help is by doing their share of Eagle Duty. 
These duties are required at Hayaa home games because the majority of our Hayaa revenue is generated at HOME GAMES not to mention, someone has to run the stadium. All parents of football players and cheerleaders must perform their Eagle Duties in order for the Hayaa football program to be a success. Eagle Duties are fun and are a great chance to meet other members within Hayaa and our wonderful community! Hours of service will solely depend on the number of HOME games your team has. Each family can expect to put in a minimum of 4+ hours.
What if I don't want to do Eagle Duty? Your $200 deposit check will be cashed, no exceptions.
What if I forget? Our Team coordinators are on hand throughout your games to make sure everyone has shown up for their assigned time. If you don't show, we will have our announcer page you through the PA system. If you don't show, our Field Coordinator for the day will report your absence and your check will be cashed. No exceptions.
What happens when someone doesn't show up for Eagle Duty? Another parent from YOUR team must be pulled away from the game to fill that persons spot. The position simply cannot be left unattended.
Do I still have to pay to get in? Yes, gate admissions is a major piece to allow us to keep our program and facilities running.
