We discussed Background checks at great lengths.  Nat’l Rec. has recommended guidelines.  There are services you just have to tell them exactly what you are looking for.   

· What are we looking for:  There would be a fee.  Some coaches coach more than one sport.   

· We are talking about fundraising; do we want to use the money for background checks?  We were thinking the money would be more for facilities. 

· Lexis is a service we could use.  You can customize the search.  

· Go with our attorney and ask him if we can add to our criteria and still get the service for free.

Scheduling guidelines for fields and gym time - We need to start up lines of communication with lacrosse, football, baseball, and basketball.  Make an agreement and put at Executive board level and for them to ok agreement. 

CHEER – The dates for registration are:  walk in Thursday March 11 and Monday March 15th at the community ed building.   They will be having their coach’s interviews Tuesday April 13th and April 22nd.  They will also have a parents meeting May 11th at 7:00 and a coaches meeting TBA. 

BASKETBALL – Remind the coaches of their code of conduct on the courts.  Trying to get someone to update stats on the web site to show how the teams are doing. 

Someone asked why aren’t there teams for the 9th graders who don’t make or want to play High School ball. 

How is the board for next year?  No feed back yet.  They are starting to recruit.   They need a Treasurer, Asst. Girls?, and a Secretary.

BASEBALL – February 14th is the last day to register.   What are the coach’s expectations for each age group? They want them all to understand the fundamentals for the game.  They want to offer this to all parents willing to help.  They do offer coaches clinics.  There is a time comment and cost.  Suggestions:  1st year coach and assistant, mandatory meeting 2 hr. go over everything they need to know.  

LACROSSE – They are looking to have a tournament May 29th and offer 10% of proceeds to veterans since it will be over Memorial Day week-end. 

Scheduling – need to know what Lacrosse needs.  Games start at the end of March.  They need to practice 2 least a month ahead of time so new kids can get use to stick.  They will practice at Ore Creek and the Aux field (outside), twice a week for 1 ½ hours. 

We saw the budget, looks good. 

FOOTBALL - Coach’s interviews next week - February.  Registration is March 13th and 20th.  Registration closes March 30th.  April 1st to May 30th they will be put on a waiting list and will have late fees.  The boys are going to get New jerseys this year.  If they can use their practice jersey then they will get a $10 discount.  They have to bring the jerseey to sign up so someone can see that it still fits over pads.    There have been some questions and concerns regarding the $200 deposit this year.  The deposit is up $100.  The football board did not receive all of the equipment back last year.   The $100 deposit doesn’t cover the cost to replace the equipment.
